Radner’s dream of a place where people touched by cancer cold come together and build a community of support became a reality in 1995 when Gilda's Club opened its signature red door.

Founded by Gene Wilder, Mandy Patinkin, Joel Siegel, Joanna Bull, and other friends of Gilda Radner, Gilda's Club NYC is a place where people touched by any type of cancer can come together to build emotional and social support.  GCNYC has since grown to a community of over 5000 members, and spawned a national movement with over 20 affiliate clubhouses currently open in the United States and Canada.
